The highlight of today will be a tour of the Bundaberg Rum Distillery, in Bundaberg (about an hour 
north of Maryborough).  It includes 2 free drinks, and we’ll be heading straight to the East End Hotel 
just down the road afterwards for a few hours. 
 
There will also be plenty of time to share your story with people from all over the world today, and 
enjoy some quite beers later in the afternoon.  Perhaps an early night for some, or another last 
hurrah for others… either way, you’ll look back on this as one week to remember for life!

Depart Maryborough at 9am at to catch the bus back down to Brisbane, arriving there approx
